e Completion of the Internal Assessment is required to test
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() / Programme

e Holds students accountable to classwork ‘bell to bell’ and
throughout the year

e Value of practicing high stakes testing in a supportive
environment

e Junior Year scores can be included on college applications

e Exams provide the possibility for college credit at a much lower
cost



University Recognition

e NEW: OR state law requires public universities to award credit
for SL and HL exams with a score of 4+ or provide evidence for
denial of credit (effective Fall 2020) - JUNIORS

e Most colleges award credit for HL exams with a score of 5+
e Some colleges recognize SL exam scores

e Credit awards range from 3-5 semester credits to 45 quarter
credits depending on credentials, results, and university choice.

e Students approved for Free or Reduced lunch do not pay
for exams. Exam costs are covered by the State of
Oregon Dept. of Education.
